KAPPA LEAGUE ADVISOR OF THE YEAR
I. There shall be a Kappa League Advisor of the Year Award for the Northern Province; available only to members of the fraternity who are Kappa League Advisors.

II. Persons shall be considered for the award as are determined to be eligible for candidacy in accordance with the following standards:

· How long has the candidate served as a Kappa League Advisor?

· A candidate must be in good standing with his chapter or association, the Province, and Grand Chapter in strict accordance with Fraternity statutes.

· A candidate must be financial with ALL levels of the fraternity.

· A candidate’s character must reflect creditably upon himself, and his fraternity.

· The candidate should have demonstrated interest in the Fraternity beyond the payment of dues and assessments.

· Only such petitions shall be given consideration as originate in the chapter or association, in the prescribed format.

· The Achievement Committee shall thoroughly examine and evaluate all eligible petitions for the Kappa League Advisor of the Year and present their results to the Province Council.

· The successive majority affirmative vote of the Achievement Committee shall be required to grant the Kappa League Advisor of the Year Award.
